Project Description: 
 
The San Joaquin County Department of Public Works (SJCDPW) will be soliciting proposals 
from qualified engineering consulting firms (CONSULTANT) to provide engineering services for 
the Washington Street Complete Streets Project (PROJECT). The CONSULTANT will design 
and engineer approximately 1 mile of Washington Street into a "complete streets" corridor, from 
Anteros Avenue to Cardinal Avenue. The purpose of the project is to enhance and promote 
active transportation (biking and walking) in the area. The requested services will include public 
outreach, ROW coordination and topographic survey, curb, gutter and sidewalk, and other 
pedestrian and traffic enhancement design.
